Integrative Research Statement

My studies seek to describe the mechanistic processes that contribute to health and well-being outcomes for individuals and their families. Specifically, my research focuses on the regulation of psychological distress. I hold a contextual stance and believe that the study of psychological distress is most reflective of the diverse human experience when it takes context into account. As a result, I seek out timely, naturalistic research opportunities in which distress is prevalent (recent examples include substance use epidemics and the COVID-19 pandemic). I also hold an applied lifespan perspective and have examined the regulation of distress in normative and at-risk or clinical samples of varying ages. Each study is anchored in developmentally appropriate and contextually valid measurement. I apply my HDFS background to improve both observational understanding of phenomena and applied, intervention approaches. Themes of intervention practice and program evaluation are evident in my grants and contracts at UConn through the Institute for Collaboration in Health Intervention and Policy and the Center for Applied Research in Human Development, respectively.
